	Activities: 

Building Background:
· The teacher will give each student a piece of paper and tell them to write two things that they know about the moon.

· The teacher will call on students to share some of the things that they know

· The teacher will review all of the vocabulary words with the class. 

· The teacher will then explain why the moon changes to different shapes and that in fact that the whole moon is still there but the sun is only hitting part of it and that’s why it doesn’t look full. 
Links to Experience

The students will share what they already know about the moon.
Links to Learning:

This unit is about the solar system and the moon is an important part of the solar system.
With the planets moving around the sun it is important for the students to understand that the phases are due to the movement.

	Student Activities (Highlight activities applied in this lesson)
· The teacher will pass out the worksheet to all of the students. 

· The teacher will explain what we will be doing and how the arrows go in order of the phases of the moon.

· The teacher will demonstrate how to take apart the Oreo so that the majority of the cream is on one side.

· The teacher will pass out 8 Oreos to each student (pre-bagged) 

· The teacher will start with the full moon and model the first few until the students catch on.
· The teacher will then show the pictures of the actual moons one at a time and have the students create the moons with the Oreo’s.
